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Trail News   It’s still tough sleddin’ out there, but the good news is that this year’s trail reroutes are coming together.  The 
reroute around Budweiser is getting close.  We have received verbal permission from the landowner to the south of the warehouse.  
We have also received WisDOT approval to move the trail crossing further south on STH 17 (Chippewa Drive).  We are working 
with Aspirus on the reroute from Fastenal (behind the Chevrolet dealer) to the Rusty Nail, Shoeder’s, and McDonalds.  This is an 
unfunded Club trail.  Further north, the trail from the Cross Country Bar to Idlewilde shows promise.  We are working with the new 
owner of the old CJ’s to see if they will permit the trail to remain in its present location.  Hodag Sno Trails is working with the 
Sugar Camp Snowmobile Club regarding the north end of the Bear Trail.  The Sugar Camp Club has to move their trail coming into 
Idlewilde due to landowner closure.  They are proposing to come out further west on Lily Bass Rd. and we may have to move our 
trail further west to meet it.   Depending on how things shake out, some of Lily Bass Road could become a snowmobile route to 
accomplish this union.  This is a funded trail and must be continuous.   
 
The good news is that all the major conflicts on the funded trails appear to be solved for this year.   This becomes more and more 
difficult each year and the problem is complex.  All of us are indebted to Scott and a few others for their tireless efforts in this 
regard year after year.  If you have concerns about the long term viability of the trail system, please come to the meetings and get 
involved. 
 

The trail brushing day on September 29th went 
quite well.  Twenty six people showed up to 
work on three separate areas, and they were able 
to get to all the areas which were not wet.  
Brushing in the wetlands will have to wait until 
freeze up.  These members did the Bear Trail, 
the Starks to Three Lakes Trail, and the 
Enterprise Trail.  In the photo at left, Dave 
Branstiter, Mike Syms, and Mike Tolvstad 
work on the Bear Trail.  Those members who 
helped can be proud: this was the best one-day 
effort the Club has ever had.  Not only did you 
make the trails better and safer to ride and 
groom, you earned money for the Club; these are 
all funded trails and the DNR Snowmobile Fund 
will pay the Club for your efforts.  Well Done! 
 
 
As you know, our groomer operators are paid a 
nominal fee for their service.  We may have a 
few openings this year.  If you would like to 
groom and are able to work at night, please 
contact Scott.   The Club will again be 
attempting to increase the nightly grooming time 
again this year.  There will be a groomer 
operators’ meeting sometime in November – 
stay tuned.

Thanks again to Bob Goodin and those who 
assisted him.  We are also grateful to the City of Rhinelander who recently awarded us $500.00 from the Room Tax Revenues used 
to promote tourism.  We also made over $300.00 at the food concession for the Vintage Grass Drags in August.  Thanks to the 
members who worked there also.  
 
The new tracks for the remaining LMC groomer have arrived and Vance and Larry are installing them.  The cost for parts was 
$13,988.88 not counting miscellaneous hardware and fluids. Once again, it takes money to keep your Club operating!
