Trail News:   The good news is that so far no re-routes have been identified for this season.  If anyone is aware of 
a change in land ownership involving HST trails, please contact the trail boss for that area or Scott Hetland.  All land 
use agreements that come due this year must be completed by the first week of December.  We have learned that such 
easements can now be ‘Perpetual.’  This could save the Club a lot of work.  Of course such agreements can still be 
cancelled by the owner at any time.  
 

Your Club had a successful work day in Pelican Lake Area on Saturday, November 7th.  Thanks to the eight people who 
volunteered.  Approximately 300 feet of barrier snow fence was erected, the trail brushing was completed, and the 
tractor was prepared for brushing work.  Thanks to Dick Wahouske & Gene Dallman for getting the brusher installed; 
its work makes a significant improvement to our trails. 
 

Replacement of the wearing surface on the deck of the small bridge behind Al-Gen is underway.  Jeff Forsyth will be 
facilitating the work as part of his Eagle Project.  Thank you, Jeff; and the other Scouts who will be working on it. 
 
Club Business:    Twenty-five members attended the October meeting at Bucketheads.  Gene Dallman won $25.50 
in the 50-50 Raffle, and HST gained the other $25.50.  Bob Goodin is unable to handle the “Take Pride & Ride” ticket 
sales this year.  Please contact Scott if you can do this; it is a great fundraiser for HST since so little is required on our 
part. 
 

The 2009/10 Map is headed to the printer this week.  Many thanks to this 
year’s map committee.  We actually gained sponsors this year.  Other changes 
& updates were made also.  We have added trail markings for the non-funded 
trails this year.

We need reliable equipment if we are to keep up the level of grooming 
required for a world-class trail system.  The Club plans to purchase more 
aggressive tire chains to help on hills this year.  Your Club is also in the 
process of determining how many groomer operators will be needed for the 
coming season.

Breske; State Senator Jim Holperin; Rhinelander Mayor Dick Johns; WisDOT officials Dan Grasser, Brian Gaber, Mike 
Wendt, Steve Kienitz; Northwoods Passage Snowmobile Club President Tim Debels; HST members Scott Hetland, 
Frank Bennett, & Ken Dumar; and others not specifically mentioned here.  Particular thanks must go to Roger Breske 
for encouraging the CNN Railroad to acknowledge our correspondence and to Sen. Jim Holperin for securing a $10,000 
grant from DNR for the work.  Earlier efforts to raise the money from the businesses which would benefit were 
unsuccessful.
