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Trail Opening!   For the first time in recent years, the Oneida County Trails have opened in the first half of 

December! ��� �  They were opened on Wednesday, Dec. 12th, having had to wait until the late gun deer season had 
been completed.  All of the trails had to be inspected by club members prior to giving the approval that HST was 
ready.  Once the County Forester hears from every club that their trails are ready, and all necessary paperwork has 
been turned in, the trails can be opened by the County Forester if conditions warrant.  The County has so much say in 
this because the State funds come through the County Forestry Department.  Vilas County was scheduled to open on 
the 12th also, with Forest County opening theirs on December 21st.   
 
Christmas Party!!  The Christmas Party will be at Judy’s Twin Pines on CTH C on December 18, 2007.  There 
will be a brief business meeting from 6:00 PM to 7:00 PM and the party will follow.  The Club will furnish a main 
dish.  Members are asked to bring a side dish to pass and a wrapped gift to be raffled off.  This year’s trail maps will 
be available at the party free to members.  This is always a good time, so please try to attend.   
 
Other Trail News & Issues:  The Grooming Schedule has been sent out to the Groomer Operators.  The club 
is again adding to the average nightly hours on each groomer.  The weekend shifts (Friday and Saturday nights) 
present the toughest challenge.  The schedule now includes "double runs" on some weekend nights.  This should 
enable the HST trails to become even better than they were last year.  The Fendt tractor that we leased for this 
snowmobile season was delivered on Monday, December 10th.  A snow blade was added for this year, based on 
feedback from the groomer drivers last year.  All of the re-routes have been taken care of.  We received 
permission from a landowner behind Oneida Sales & Services (Budweiser) that enables the club to maintain the 
existing crossing on Chippewa Drive.  This saves the club an estimated cost of $7,000 for a new crossing south of 
there.  The initial estimate of $3,000 had to be increased based on DOT requirements.  There will not be a downtown 
trail this year.  According to Bob Goodin, the Paper Mill was not receptive due to plant & grounds security issues.  
Contact Bob for further details.  The County has changed its policy on directional arrows from that enumerated last 
month.  It now appears that the Orange & Black arrows can remain in place on funded trails as long as they are in 
good shape.  Any replacements, however, will have to be the new Yellow & Black ones.  This is reasonable and saves 
the Club considerable effort. 
 
Access to Trails:  Section 350.18(3)(a) of the Wisconsin Statutes provides a mechanism for Towns to allow the 
operation of snowmobiles on Town roads for the purpose of getting to and from one’s home (or motel room or resort 
cabin) to the nearest point on an established trail.  Please note that this does not provide for unlimited 
snowmobiling on town roads, but rather only for access to one’s domicile.  Towns and cities may elect to implement 
this by ordinance.  The table below shows which municipalities have enacted an ordinance permitting such access:

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Access to Trails  (Cont’d):  Section 350.18(3)(a) has been on the books in one form or another since 1971 so this 
is nothing new.  It provides a sample ordinance which municipalities can adopt if they choose.  Club members in 
towns which have not adopted this measure may wish to contact their town clerk to obtain permission to discuss the 
issue at a Town Board meeting.  Anyone wishing additional information about how to proceed on this should contact 
the editor, Frank Bennett, at 369-3980 or e-mail himself@charter.net.
